INFORMATION LETTER
DATE/TIME/LOCATION:  THE 2012 NASC will be held at the Southaven, MS Police Department Training Complex located at 8191 Tulane Road in Southaven, MS.  The competition will start at 0800 hours on Monday, March 26, 2012 and conclude on Thursday afternoon, March 29, 2012. The range is conveniently located just a few minutes from the Memphis airport. The Southaven PD rifle range will be open to check your zero on Sunday, March 25, 2012 from 12:00PM-5:00PM.
ELIGIBILITY OF COMPETITORS:  THE 2012 NASC is open to all full-time police and military personnel who have primary or additional duties in a sniper/observer capacity.  The competition will be limited to 30 teams.  Registration paperwork must be returned to the match coordinator no later than March 1, 2012.

ENTRY FEE: The cost for each two-man team is $300.00.  Each additional team from the same agency will be discounted $50.00.  Payments are due at in-processing on Sunday March 25, 2012, unless other arrangements have been made with the match coordinator.  Each competitor will receive an official 2012 NASC t-shirt. Be sure to include your t-shirt size on the registration form.

RELEASE OF LIABILITY/SAFETY AGREEMENT:  Each competitor must execute a Release of Liability/Safety Agreement form and return it with the registration paperwork.

LODGING:  Lodging arrangements have been made at Quality Inn in located at 8840 Hamilton Drive in Southaven, MS. The phone number is 662-342-8222.

The hotel offers a free breakfast each morning and is just a short distance from the range and Memphis airport. Rooms have been locked in at $49.99 per night with a reservation cut-off date of 3/10/2012.Tell the receptionist (Ms. Betty) you are with the sniper competition when making reservations to get the group rate.  Competitors are responsible for lodging cost.  Lodging is also available at Comfort Inn, 8792 Hamilton Rd in Southaven for $45.00 per night with a 3/10/2012 cut-off date. MEALS:  Meals at the in-processing briefing, social night, and awards banquet are provided by the NASC. All other meals are the responsibility of the competitor. 

IN-PROCESSING: In-processing will be held at the Southaven Police Department Range Complex on Sunday, March 25, 2012 from 1500-1800 hours. At 1800 hours, there will be a competitor briefing and meal at the facility.  If you are going to be a late arrival due to flight schedule, etc., please notify the Match Coordinator. 

EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS: It is the responsibility of each competitor to furnish all equipment and ammunition needed for the competition.  Each competitor will need a minimum of 150 rounds of factory rifle ammunition and all call-out gear to include eye and ear protection.  Also, competitors will need patrol rifle (red dot sights only-no magnification optics) and duty handgun.  Bring a minimum of 50 rounds of factory ammunition for both of these weapons. Competitors may draw an M-4 rifle from Southaven PD if there is a problem with transporting an extra weapon. 
ALL AMMUNITION USED DURING THE COMPETITION MUST BE FACTORY AMMUNITION.  NO HANDLOADED AMMUNITION WILL BE ALLOWED. AMMUNITION IS SUBJECT TO INSPECTION BY RANGE OFFICERS.
AWARDS BANQUET:  The 2012 NASC awards banquet will be held at 1900 hours on March 29, 2012.  The location will be announced. Trophies, plaques, merchandise and/or cash prizes will be awarded to the top teams and individuals. Also, equipment vendors are invited to display their products.
